Translate the following passage into Urdu.

There are many different kinds of sugar and they are found in many living things, both
vegetable and animal. However, when we speak of sugar, we usually mean the sugar that is
made from sugar cane or sugar beet. About 55 percent of the world’s production of sugar is
obtained from cane and about 45 percent from beet root. Sugar cane was probably grown in
the Indian Sub- continent even in pre- historic time. Cane sugar was used in India as long ago
